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Summary of Recent Activities in the CV of Gerald Young, Professor and Psychologist 

(for Glendon Committees)

I have been fortunate to have two major research areas, broadly, on development and on causality; they parse into six active areas of research; lifespan development, psychological injury and law, ethics, cultural studies, causality, and hemispheric specialization, and am publishing actively in all three areas. (a) In 2015, I was elected a Fellow of the American Psychological Association (APA) and in 2017 I was elected Fellow of the Association for Psychological Science (APS). In 2016, I was awarded an Outstanding Lifetime Achievement Award by the Canadian Psychological Association (CPA), Trauma Section. In 2016, the Trauma Division of APA gave me an award for Media Contributions to the Field of Trauma Psychology for having founded and run the journal Psychological Injury and Law (PIL) and, also, its housing association, ASAPIL. York University named me a Research Leader two times, 2016 and 2018. A European neuropsychological society asked me to be a keynote speaker at their annual conference in 2017 and a European law and psychology society asked the same for 2018. (b) I have written six books involving well over 100 chapters total, in 2011, 2014, 2016, 2017, 2019, and 2022. All six books were published by Springer Nature (SBM, International). The 2011, 2016, 2019, and 2022 books concern development and causality. Essentially, this work is on a Neo-Piagetian/ Neo-Eriksonian model of development and takes a unified biopsychosocial, network, and systems view of causality. (c) In the last few years, I have written over 20 peer-reviewed articles, many long. (d) Also, I have given over 10 presentations and Continuing Education Workshops provincially and nationally, and for American psychologists, some lasting for hours. (e) In 2013-2015, I was successfully involved in an ongoing Supreme Court of Canada (SCC) case as an expert witness. (e) I have obtained some small travel grants (SHRCC). (f) My work is interdisciplinary; in the last few years I have published articles in psychology, neuropsychology, psychiatry, law, ethics, and medical journals. (g) Among the latest articles are: (i) for Psychological Injury and Law: PTSD in Court, with 3 articles published in 2016-2017 in the journal IJLP; and the with 2 articles on the cry for help in test interpretation, in Applied Neuropsychology: Adult, 2022, and PIL, 2021; (ii) for Ethics, there are articles in JCAT and EMPH, e.g., 2022; (iii) for Causality, there is one on child psychotherapy in JCAT in 2022; (iv) for Hemispheric specialization, there is one in Symmetry in 2022; (v) for development, there are two in Current Psychology in 2022/ 2023. (vi) for Cultural studies, there is one in Current Psychology in 2022. (h) Recently (2022), I have book chapters published on medical research ethics, informed consent in remote assessment, and law and ethics. (i) To conclude, aside from the recent American, Canadian, and International external indications/ honours, fully one half of my total articles and book chapters have been written in the last few years or so, or over 100 of them.
Note. (a) As for other publications in the works, among others, there are several planned articles and books, including the Handbook of Psychological Injury and Law, the first in the field.  (b) Service-wise, I have been chairperson of the faculty policy and planning committee two times in the last years. (c) As for teaching, my courses have focused on development (normal, abnormal, child, adolescent, adult, advanced) and on rehabilitation (psychological injury and law), including child development in French.  (d) I’m excited about a new project, wanting to start a journal or a book series (more likely, depending), entitled Ethics: Psychology and Mental Health, the first one in the field, for Springer Nature.
